President’s Report

Rob talked to Matt Eber of LTHS “Signs of the Times” regarding the cost of the plaques. The charge for 2009 plaques was $1,380.00. In 2008 the cost was $1,110 and in 2007 they were $738. Rob will discuss the cost of the plaques with him again. The charge per plaque was $18 in 2008 and $30 per plaque for 2009. There is no record of payment for them for last year.

Dan McDevitt has checked into the Final Four Fundraiser to be held April 3, 2010. It was decided that the American Legion has offered the best deal and is available. There will be food, raffle tickets, split the pot and squares will be sold for the games. TVs will be on hand to watch the games. The proposed ticket price was  $20. It was suggested that players sell tickets for the event. The doors will open around 5:00 pm or 5:30 and run through the end of the games, around 11:00 pm. Cindy Denton will email booster members asking for volunteers for the event. Jeff DeGraw mentioned having a silent auction of sports memorabilia during the event. 


Teri Fisch brought up the theft at the racetrack. Rob Denton explained that approximately $1600.00 and $1100.00 was taken over two weekends. The fundraiser will no longer be available due to the theft. A letter has been put together to go out to the parents explaining the incident to them. 


It was suggested that parents sell beer at the track and the players would no longer be involved. We would work directly with the track and not the concessionaire. Coach Kooi does not think we will be able to use the track any longer. There are not enough parents to help. 


Nu Vibe would like to do concessions on Saturday mornings again this year. Cold Stone would like us to sell their product again also. 


The decline in Fashion Show revenue was discussed. There were bigger items in the silent auction last year. Donations were down and the ticket price was less this year. 


Jeff DeGraw suggested having businesses sponsor football plays during the games. They would donate money for a Lockport touchdown or interception, etc. in exchange for having their business announced during the games. The idea of having players sponsored by businesses was discussed again. A picture of the player could be displayed in the business.
