Secretary’s Report:  Motion to accept the May 2010 minutes by Mike Frain, 2nd Bernie Sawickis.
President’s Report 


Gold Cards:  Craig commented that he had a meeting Mark Ittersagen from Gold Card and he has added quite a few Homer Glen businesses this year to the card.  Mark is really pushing for the players to sell 15 cards @ $15 each in order for us to reach our goal.  Coach Kooi would prefer they sell the cards @ $10 each instead of $15.  The board will discuss the price of the gold card again and make a decision.

Cold Stone:  John met with the owners of Cold Stone.  We will be selling the pre-cupped ice cream again this year.  They presented some additional fundraising ideas: Ice Cream Social Night, Pre-Sell of Cold Stone products (similar to cookie dough fundraiser) and handing out coupons at home games.  Decision will need to be made about having an Ice Cream Social Night event over the summer.


Varsity Overnight:  John asked Coach Kooi about the dates and what was need from the boosters.  Dates are July 26, 27 & 28.  Meals to be provided, etc. will be discussed at next month’s meeting.

NASCAR Event Volunteers:  Only 15 people have volunteered so far.  Waiting to hear back from the vendor as to exactly how many volunteers they need each for each day, July 9th & 10th.  We will type up a flyer for Coach Kooi to distribute at weight lifting.

Sponsorships from local businesses:  John is waiting to hear back from the Athletic Director to see when a meeting can be arranged to discuss this issue.


Pancake Breakfast:  $381.00 profit was made -- Poor turnout due to it being Mother’s Day.
Vice President’s Report – Nothing to report.

Treasurer’s Report  

Craig distributed the financial report. We have a balance of $5,665.99 on hand.  A few items will need to be paid out this month ($500 deposit to Ruffled Feathers; $60 for the P.O. Box fee).  Also, about $4,000 was paid out in 2009 for the overnight and we’ll need to have a small funding activity so we don’t run low.
Coach’s Report 


Coach Kooi asked the board to confirm that the funds will be available to pay for the additional coaches that are needed, as well as for the extra time that Coach Cunnane puts in over the summer.  He indicated to the board that if you don’t get the volunteers you need in order to fundraise, then traditions will have to be broken, and things will have to be taken away.  He told them to make changes where necessary, even if things have to be taken away that have traditionally been done in the past.  The board assured him that the funds will be there.
New Business


Kim Pattison commented that all of the photos from the previous years (dating back to 2003) have been recovered and are posted on the website now.  Kim also commented that Taffie Duzan will be chairing the fashion show this year and they will have it at Ruffled Feathers again.  They are in the process of obtaining the fashions.  They are in need of volunteers to help with the fashion show – they had their first meeting on June 1st and nobody showed up.

Discussed the idea of having a Buffalo Wild Wings Night (25% donation back to us).  Mike Frain suggested having a car wash and having a competition between the 3 teams.  Looking into having it either end of June or in July.  Also, Kim Galvan suggested having a Bunco Night and 40% would go back to the boosters.
