Vice President's Report - Dan Duzan

- Cole Starkey won the Extra Efforts Scholarship.  This scholarship is sponsored by the Gold Cards Company.


- The Gold Card Fundraiser was discussed.  Mark from Gold Cards has added a free pizza from Mullets to the cards.  We do have a signed contract for next year to sell Gold Cards.  Should the price be raised to $15.00/card?  What is the realistic goal of how many to sell per child?  per family?  Coach McKillip would like to see prizes or rewards to the kids who sell their share of Gold Cards.  Possible Free Clothing/Sweats based on what you sell.  Last year, each player was to sell 15 cards @ $10.00/card.  The Football program gets a 60% profit or $9 profit per card.

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Coach's Report - Don McKillip

At the very least, we would like to move our football concession trailer closer to the front gate.  Coach McKillip believes this is a "fight worth fighting."  If concessions can raise more money, there will be more money for positive things for the kids.  Coach McKillip and Brian Goff are to meet with the Band Director.

- He is looking for Community Service Projects for the entire football team.
