Luckily other parents were able to make them.  The fashion show has 85 registered guests.  The Galvan family makes a donation to pay for the DJ at the event.  It was suggested that we decline their offer this year in appreciation of their tremendous support of the Booster Club for the past four years.  The Lockport Legend will be sending a reporter to cover the event.  The varsity banquet will be held on December 4 at Woodbine CC.

Vice President’s Report – If anyone would like to buy a jersey case for their son’s jersey, Jeff can get them for $70.  It was suggested that a tailgate/picnic/recognition for Booster club members be held during the last game on October 14.  We really need to try and build camaraderie.  If families don’t join the Booster Club, perhaps other families would like to sponsor the player.

Treasurer’s Report - $32,397.20 balance.  Split the Pot brought in $1,167.00 and the pancake breakfast brought in $826.  This year the fireworks at homecoming cost $1,000.  Last year they were $750.  The Athletic Department hires the company and Booster Club splits the cost with them.  It was suggested that next year the band should also be asked to contribute.  We also need to get the cost up front.  There was some discussion that the fireworks were not worth the extra money.
Coach’s Report – Will give a breakdown of coaching money needed for assistants.  The homecoming banners looked great.  Coach Dulkowski is ordering batteries for the camcorder.
