Vice President’s Report – Facebook page is being updated regularly.  John Pattison updates the Varsity score.  Parents can offer to post scores for the other squads.  Contest running on FB - predict the score – closest prediction gets a $10 gift certificate to the football concession stand.  Our concession stand is in the south endzone.  We would like to take over the visitor’s side concession stand.  Coach will talk to Brian Goff regarding that.  If we cannot get enough parents to help with concessions, we will use players to keep the stand open.  Kelly Jasinski is updating the website.    
Treasurer’s Report - The financial report was distributed.  The balance is $28,600.90.  There are 200 kids in the football program and only 76 families have joined the booster club.
Coach’s Report – Last week, academically, Varsity was at 100%.  Coach would like to get the players out into the community more often.  He would like to talk to Brian Goff regarding getting the students out of the mosh pit and into the stands.  Coach would like the stands expanded.  Coach has not handed out the free Gold Cards, he did pass out the Subway cards.  
New Business – Next year we will have Gold Cards available at the spirit wear tent.  You will be charged $10 to paint a homecoming banner if you are not a booster member.  It was suggested that perhaps we should start charging a participation fee (post-dated check)?  Coach will have rosters for the Freshman parents at the Joliet Central game.  Our website will post rosters, Coach will send us the rosters to post.  Kathy Schubert offered to get us involved in the Carson’s Community Days.
